3 (a) Relate the conversation between Jesus and the lawyer that led to the parable of the good Samaritan being told.

"Teacher," he asked, "what must I do to have eternal life?" [1]

Jesus answered, "What is written in the Scriptures? How do you understand them?" [1]

The man replied, "The Scriptures say, `Love the Lord your God with all your heart, soul, strength, and mind.' [1]

They also say, `Love your neighbors as much as you love yourself.' " [1]

Jesus said, "You have given the right answer. If you do this, you will have eternal life." [1]

But the man wanted to show that he knew what he was talking about. So he asked Jesus, "Who are my neighbors?" [1]

(b) Narrate the parable of the good Samaritan

As a man was going down from Jerusalem to Jericho, [1]

robbers attacked him and grabbed everything he had. [1]

They beat him up and ran off, leaving him half dead.  [1]

A priest happened to be going down the same road. [1]

But when he saw the man, he walked by on the other side. [1]

Later a temple helper came to the same place. [1]

But when he saw the man who had been beaten up, he also went by on the other side. [1]

A man from Samaria then came traveling along that road. [1]

When he saw the man, he felt sorry for him and went over to him. [1]

He treated his wounds with olive oil and wine and bandaged them./ Then he put him on his own donkey/ and took him to an inn, where he took care of him./  [1 mark for any 2 points]

The next morning he gave the innkeeper two silver coins [1]

and said, "Please take care of the man. If you spend more than this on him, I will pay you when I return."     [1]

Jesus taught that we are to act as neighbours by reaching out to show kindness and love to everyone, regardless of race or religion.              [2]

4(a) Narrate the miracle of the raising of the son of the widow of Nain.

Jesus went over and touched the stretcher on which the people were carrying the dead boy. [1]

They stopped, [1]

and Jesus said, "Young man, get up!" [1]

The boy sat up and began to speak. [1]

Jesus then gave him back to his mother. [1]

Everyone was frightened and praised God. [1]

They said, "A great prophet is here with us! God has come to his people." [1]

News about Jesus spread all over Judea and everywhere else in that part of the country. [1]

 (c ) Comment on Jesus' action that broke the Jewish law. 
Touching a coffin would defile a person and make him ceremonially unclean. [1]

Thus when Jesus came up to the coffin and touched it,/ he probably shocked the coffin bearers and they stopped./ According to the ceremonial law, /he would thus be unclean /and would need to undergo certain rites in order to become clean again./ [1 mark for any two points]
